Year 9 & 10 surveyed all Grade 8 classes and a section on Grade 12 classes on Monday 4 April & Tuesday 5 April

Findings from Survey
From the survey and the numbers counted we can see that within Oakey State High School there is a market for a Mother’s Day product.

From the numbers of children surveyed (130+) there was a huge majority of students, both boys (52) & girls (55) who bought their Mother a gift for Mother’s Day. Boys (58) compared to Girls (25) found it difficult to go shopping for a gift. Large numbers of students - Boys (55) and Girls (49), reported their mother liking flowers. In total 65 students would be interested in buying a gift for their Mother from Venture Buddies. That is a potential market of 50%.

Limitations of the Survey

All year 8 was surveyed with only a small proportion of Year 12’s. No other classes in the school were surveyed. Time was limited to survey a larger section of the school due to school holidays. Not all questions were asked from the survey sheets. Insufficient data was collected to quantify how much students spend on presents.

Distribution of flowers to classes will be dependent on numbers ordered. Discussion led to a suggestion of distributing them after school on Friday.

NOTE
Following the holiday period, students will follow up with flyer and money pouch distribution to CCP classes not already covered. A notice will be put in class notices for Venture Buddies on a daily basis until 28 April.
