	The rubber grip strips placed on the stairs to stop people from slipping over have become loose
	High Risk:  Any person who should be walking down/up the stairs are at risk of tripping over these strips. Injury could be severe and the probability is high.
	These strips should be replaced immediately before any injury occurs.  Until they have been replaced, a blockade should be put in place.  Notify personnel of change

	2
	The fire extinguisher is missing from its position
	High Risk:  If there should be a fire, the employee will not have access to the fire extinguisher and wouldn’t  know where it is
	The fire extinguisher must be found or a new one bought immediately.  Employees should be notified that the fire extinguisher should always be put back in place.  

	3

	The doorway is partly blocked by many boxes stacked together
	Medium Risk:  These boxes could be knocked over by people passing by, and could therefore cause some injury.  Secondly, if there is some emergency, these boxes would be in the way of people trying to get through
	Boxes should be placed in a storage room. They should be cleared immediately and all staff informed not to block exits.  Alert personnel of requirement, see that they follow request

	4
	Smoking in an office/room
	High Risk:  The cigarette could firstly catch light to something inflammable if the user is careless also smoking in doors is a violation to the health of fellow co-workers
	Any personnel who need to have a smoke may do so outside, notify all personnel, make sure request has been followed

	5
	The employee has stacked up paper too high on the desk.
	High Risk:  The employee has a high chance of making this stack of paper reams to fall on top of her, injury such as bruising is possible – could receive concussion.
	Employee should be notified of the risk, and asked to use smaller piles, and stack excess in cupboard.
