	Place fire extinguisher and blanket in area designated

	High risk if a fire breaks out people will not be able to exit the building and death may occur or smoke inhalation 
	Move objects and ensure that the door is never obstructed


	
	Drinking near chemicals No proper safety equipment  and work area is messy and unsafe
	High risk poisoning may occur from drinking near chemicals, and injury may occur due to no safety equipment being used and the work area being unclean and disorganized
	Clean up work area with appropriate bins for rubbish, ensure all staff are wearing correct safety attire and no food or drink can be taken in the room much less consumed.

	Work station is a mess proper ergonomics are not being followed
	Medium risk – there are cords every where as well as paper, etc cups that are assumed to at one stage had have liquid in them are near electrical equipment, the way she is sitting on the chair, using the keyboard, and the placement of the computer screen all may cause health problems in the future as constant sitting and improper posture etc will eventually cause movement problems
	Remove the cups and change the placement of the cords to behind the computer, sort through the files etc and move them away from the desk. Make sure all staff are aware of proper ergonomic work practices and ensure they observe them by random checks.
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
